There are currently 260 items, consisting of
books, magazines, VHS tapes and DVDs.

There are currently 83 items checked out; 38 $
are due back in January and 45 are past due.

Of those past due, 18 items are over 6 months
past due; 11 have been out over a year.

One concern is the number of lost items, those
taken without proper check out that have not yenhbe
returned. To correct this, we ask that in the fityou
see the Librarian for check out. Also, the librajf
now be open between 6:30 and 7:00 and for a short
time after the program ends, but it will be closked-
ing the programs. This will help keep the noiseslev
down and allow the Librarian to attend the program.

The number of over due items is an ongoing prob-
lem. Remember, books are due back by the NEXT
meeting or as soon thereafter as possible.
